RULES AND PROCEDURES 

1. The written exam will cover general knowledge of the growth and development of children and the field of
Child Development.

2. Using a written lesson plan, each contestant will present a song or story three to five minutes in length and
age appropriate for three- to five-year-old children.

a. Three copies will be given to the event manager prior to the start, which state purpose, steps to be
followed and resources used in the presentation.

3. Stimulating and challenging visuals and props are encouraged. Live animals are not allowed.
a. Do not bring or give gifts or materials (books, stickers, coloring pages, cookies, etc.) to the children.

4. Five minutes will be allowed for each contestant to set up and get the children's attention before starting
the presentation.

 The contestant gives food to the children.
